The Multi-Party Climate Change Committee (MPCCC) established by the Federal Government has announced a proposed carbon price mechanism that could see a fixed carbon price introduced as early as 1 July 2012, with the price increasing annually at a predetermined rate. The intention is that this would then transition to a market price over a period of three to five years.

There has been considerable debate on the design of a carbon market mechanism, with many aspects yet to be determined, including the carbon price path over the fixed price period and the scale and coverage of industry assistance.
